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| am writing in connection with the recent debate
(BKA News Issue 16-Spring 1998) regarding the
good/bad aspects of competition within | aido and
Jodo—a subject | have considered writing about for
several years now. After attending the National laido
Championships on June 13th | have been able to
gather my thoughts into (I hope) some constructive
comments.

| personally have always enjoyed the competitive
aspects of Kendo and laido and now Jodo. | feel
there should always be an aspect of “stress” or
“competition” even to one's daily practice, if one is
constantly striving to improve upon yesterday'’s
standard rather than just being better than a Shiai
opponent on the day.

At the championships, one aspect | found
particularly useful as a dojo leader with a
responsibility for teaching students and maintaining/
improving the overall club level, was in observing
everyone’s performance and their results for their
various dojos, and seeing where my dojo stood in
comparison. Looking at each dan section, one can
see participants exhibiting good technique (and
some poor) passed on by their teachers (i.e. overall
dojo habits as well as personal ones). This helps to
give me a perspective which cannot be obtained
on a seminar. Also, if certain dojos consistently have
several members winning through to the final
rounds year after year, albeit different people in the
categories because they have progressed in dan, |
feel this would also indicate a “correctness” in style,
technique and attitude in their dojo training. Of
course in any competitive sport or art a bad decision
may be given, but overall and in time this would
even out; excellence and skill will show through.

On to a point made by Mr. Douglas-Mort in that
issue. | have had such a discussion with Haruna
Sensei regarding the value of competition on more
than one occasion during my time with himin Japan,
and spoke again in depth recently when he was in
England for the BKA Summer Seminar. He said that
he approaches competition with the mental attitude

of “just like any other practice in the dojo”. Therefore
in order to develop that attitude one must
participate consistently, so the experience of
competition and putting oneself “on the line” is to
be sought out. This is evident from the fact that in
his 26 year laido career he has taken part in 280
Taikai, an average of about 10 a year.

Haruna sensei also said that one must
understand the difference between “mokuteki” (a
purpose, goal, aim) and “shudan” (a means or a
method to achieve said goal). Achieving a grade or
performing well in competition (against others or
oneself) is shudan. Winning a trophy or obtaining
7th, 8th, 9th Dan is not (should not be) the be all
and end all of practice. The eventual aim of studying
our art is the training of spirit-"Kokoro o Kitaeru”—
the development of body and mind. Taking part in
competition and attempting higher grades are steps
along the road to our eventual goal.

He went on to say that in the dojo, one must
practise earnestly so there should always be an
aspect of stress. We are not there to play and relax.
From a training point of view, this applies for
example to the warm-up, which is really a bad choice
of words. “Warm up” implies merely going through
some exercises to loosen the body. This is incorrect—
each cut or action should be performed to the best
of one’s ability with correct fundamentals
throughout (Kihon practice). | feel also that stress
is maybe the wrong word-not the stress of being
nervous or upset, but the inner tension or exertion
required that should not be outwardly noticeable
in our demeanour.

To close, | would like to mention that Kenseikai
Dojo is initiating a new annual laido taikai to take
place in October this year. | hope some people out
there will come along to share in and benefit from
the experience.

Report on the 15th European Kendo
Championships1998

This is to be my final report as manager of the
British Kendo Squad. | had intended to continue
up to the next World Championships but a series
of events put more and more pressure upon my
available time and then I lost contact with the left
side of my face. Not a pretty sight but enough of
an indication that nature was telling me to slow
down.

| had started the year with two objectives: (i) to
introduce new team members to international
competition and (ii) to encourage people to go to
European events to gain experience at this level.
This of course depends upon the availability of both
people and money. As my own availability became
compromised these two objectives were not fully
developed but two new members, Antony Scott and
John Richards fought at Basle and a group of people
travelled to the seminar in Brussels in February.

The Swiss had done themselves proud. The
accommodation at the Basle Hilton was first class
and transportation to and from the competition
venue was minimally stressful despite crossing a
national border each day. The shiaijo floor was an
interesting shade of blue, the hall was very warm
and initially there was no Union Jack flying but this
was soon remedied. It was a pleasure to see Bob
Harris again although there was a minor wind-up
by the team to start with. Bob was managing the
Swedish team and he appeared to have a more than
normally furrowed brow. This is possibly a standard
managerial face.

The team that arrived in Basle was Colin
McCurdy, Bob Coles, Darren Cutting, Simon Bradley,
Antony Scott, John Richards and Gill Riddoch. Gill
was, unfortunately, the only British woman available
and so we were not able to enter a woman'’s team-
nor did we have any eligible juniors. This meant
that the first day of competition took place without
any British representatives.

The following day the men’s team competition
took place and we were drawn against Belgium and
Poland. We lost against Belgium with one win, two
draws and two losses with eight points for and nine
against and then beat Poland with two wins, two
draws and a loss with four points each. This took
us up against Spain who had been our downfall in
Hungary and we lost again with two draws and
three losses and a points tally of one for and four

against. This finished our involvement for the day.
Spain went on to beat Finland but lost to France in
the semi-finals. Hungary had come through the
other side of the draw, beat Belgium in the semis
and then lost to France in the final.

The next day saw the individual championships
and Gill Riddoch started off with a tough draw
against a Finn and Hungarian and although she
connected several times the hits did not score and
she lost both encounters. All the men fought their
way out of the pools and into the knockout stage.
There was some rule clarification ‘on the hoof ‘ in
Colin McCurdy's pool which required an unexpected
encho. From these Bob Coles kept going the longest
but eventually he went out to a German after two
enchos. This ended our interest in the last day.

This was not our most successful venture into
Europe and | am left with some misgivings. This is
not to do with the commitment and dedication of
the Kendo squad but to do with the base from which
they arrive. | think we have been standing still whilst
other parts of Europe have been improving rapidly.
Hungary is a case in point. In particular | wondered
where were our women and children? What was
delightful from a personal point of view but
depressing from a national point of view was the
demonstration of kendo by what seemed hordes of
Swiss children. Hopefully the Project 2000 initiative
will start to address this but | think that dojo leaders
and secretaries need to realise the importance of
recruitment for the future of kendo in this country.

This leads me on to the vexed question of
competitions and their place in the martial arts and
attendance at them. Bearing in mind the
antecedents of the arts we practise 1 am surprised
that the folk wonder at the prospect of a long
journey with only a few minutes of fighting at the
end of it-what do they think a battle was like? 1
guess for most it was a lifetime, albeit short, of
practice followed by a few seconds of explosive
activity and at least one more cherry blossom petal
would fall to the ground. This final judgement
makes the sometimes apparently arbitrary decisions
of referees seem benign.

This may seem somewhat far fetched so | should
like to offer another reason for taking part in
competitions and that is to co-operate with fellow
practitioners. What any team or individual does is
to co-operate by competing with another to strive
to win within the rules of the competition and
accepts that risking losing is part of the contract.
For a competition to be exciting and worthwhile



the difference between the competitors must be
minimal. The recent England Rugby tour of the
Southern hemisphere indicates what happens when
sides are not evenly matched. In any form of
sporting competitive activity the large group of
losers is absolutely necessary for the overall success
of the event. This apparent paradox is so often lost
sight of in “the cult of the winner’. If you don't turn
up you won't win and if no-one else turns up you
can't win but the overall effect is that the sport/art
suffers and withers on the vine.

Sporting competition is about uncertainty and
as the samurai of old would desire a state of mushin
to cope with the anxiety of facing death so the
sporting practitioner of today can get in the zone
(see Channel 4 Equinox programme) to cope with
the anxiety of facing loss. To quote Trevor Leggett
in ‘Zen and the Ways': "It is easiest to have a first
experience-flash of Zen realisation in some “Way”
like flower arrangement, in a static environment,
but the combative arts are capable of a clearer
expression of Zen because they require immediate
response in a potentially serious situation. It is true
that today they are mainly practised as sports, but
the tension at time of contest is sometimes as great
as at times of great danger. It is worth remembering
also that Musashi, veteran duellist, felt so nervous
when brushing a picture that he could not go on.”
(page 117).

What | am saying is that | believe competition is
important in developing one’s understanding of
kendo, iai, jodo or whatever and that if we turn our
backs on it we diminish our art. | am well aware as
to how sporting competition can be distorted and
misused but that is no reason for abandoning it.
The occasion of losing or winning is a fleeting event
but the lessons that can be learned are, in my
opinion, considerable. | will now get off my soap
box.

On that note | should like to thank all those who
have helped me over the past four years to do the
best | could and to offer John Hepburn all my good
wishes for the future and | hope that he and his
squad have the success they desire. Despite what |
have said above, a gold medal would be nice!

Cambridge Universities who two weeks later were
to meet for the first kendo match between the light
and dark blues.

The main competition followed what is
becoming the usual format of pools followed by
knock-out. This is to ensure that everyone gets at
least two matches and most people more than that.

The quarter-finals were between; Short
(Sheffield) and Richards(C&G); Hara(UKKC) and
Calvert(C&G); Horii(UKKC) and Usada(Oxford
Brooks); Grant(Oxford) and Ambrose(UKKC).
Richards and Hara contested one semi-final and
Usada and Ambrose contested the other. This set
up a final between Richards and Usada. This was
very keenly fought with an excellent spirit between
the two fighters. Richards took the first cut, Usada
the second and then Richards managed to retain
his title by taking the final cut. So Richards took the
Gold, Usada the silver and the fighting spirit and
the two fighters from Kent University took the
Bronzes.

The Sempai competition was a series of straight
knockout fights. The semi-finals were between;
Ozaki(UKKC) and Honda(C&G); Oishi(Oxford) and
Milloy(Imperial). These produced excellent fights
and a final between Oishi and Honda. This
fascinating encounter resulted in a winning men
from Honda in encho.

Our thanks are due to the referees. Their
contribution was as usual of a very high standard
which helped the competitors to give of their best.
There was an opportunity for a practice after the
competitions with them. As a result of this, one
suggestion from the referees was that next year
there should be firstly a general practice between
participants with the referees moving round and
offering advice and instruction and then a time-
limited practice with the referees. This seems an
excellent idea and something to look forward to
next year. At a personal level it was a delight to
meet and practise with J. Matsumoto who | last met
in 1986 at one of the first Kodokan seminars.

As we had a catering student in our ranks this
year the post-taikai eats were better arranged and
a fair number of people stayed to meet and talk.
Bearing in mind the time of year with assignments

and examinations looming this was very nice to see.
Hope to see you in 1999.

REPORT OF THE 30th SIR FRANK BOWDEN D00 TAIKAI

6th June 1998, held at Shudokan Dojo, Y.M.C.A.
VITTORIA WALK, CHELTENHAM. (Please note,
VITTORIA is not mis-spelled, it comes from a battle
in the Peninsular wars in Spain)

Shudokan Dojo was once again congratulated
for a well organised and smoothly run event in
hosting the 30th Sir Frank Bowden Dojo Taikai. It
was held for the third year running at this Dojo, at
Cheltenham’s Y.M.C.A.

Nineteen teams had entered, with eighteen lined
up on the day.

Two eliminations were required to bring the
number down to sixteen, with Kenseikai beating
Hizen “B”, and last year’s winners Hagakure beating
Oxford “B" It was interesting to note that three Dojo
had entered two teams each. First match of the last
sixteen saw READING and DOSHINKENYUKAI both
level on wins and points at the end of the five
matches. This situation requires the team captains
to nominate a representive to fight for the decider,
which DOSHINKENYUKAI won with a MEN cut.

C & G Cheltenham started off well against their
experienced opponents from TAISEIDOKAI “A”
holding the first two fights NIL NIL Draw. Two wins
by the Glasgow lads clinched it, but C & G captain
set an example by winning with a well executed
Tsuki, ( one of only two Tsuki scored throughout
the day).

The Taikai continued with SHUDOKAN beating
KENSEIKAI, HIZEN “A" beating KENYUKAN,
HAGAKURE beating OXFORD “B"”, NAGAMITSU “A"
beating WALES, and TAISEIDOKAI “B" beating
SHINBUKAN.

In the quarter-finals TAISEIDOKAI “A" won the
first three fights against DOSHINKENYUKAI,
followed by a 1-1 draw, and a 2-0 defeat. Having
lost the first fight to Shudokan, OXFORD "A"
continued their strong run by winning the remaining
four fights.

As the Duke of Wellington was recorded as
saying after the battle of Waterloo, “a near run
thing”, the match between HAGAKURE and HIZEN
“A" prompted similar sentiments. HAGAKURE scored
first with a 2-1 win, followed by HIZEN'S 2-0,
HAGAKURE replied with a 1-O win, as did HIZEN in
the fourth. The last fight saw a 0-0 draw, so HIZEN
went through with the one point advantage.
TAISEIDOKAI “B” opened their account with
NAGAMITSU “A” with a win, but eventually lost the
match. The matches up to now had been of three

minutes’ duration, but went to five minutes for the
semis and final.

The Dojo Honours Plate, for representatives from
each of the teams eliminated in the opening rounds,
saw fighters from the following teams:

POOL A—KENSEIKAI, READING, WALES: one to
go through.

POOL B—C & G COLLEGE, KAGAMISHIN, HIZEN
“B": one to go through.

POOL C—KENYUKAN, OXFORD “B*”, NAGAMITSU
“B"”, SHINBUKAN: two to go through.

First Semi-final, Tison of Oxford beat Wells of
Reading.

Second Semi final, Kawamura of Kagamishin
beat Sayer of Kenyukan.

FINAL: KAWAMURA beat TISON (MEN, MEN,—
MEN.)

This individual competition was first introduced
in 1996 as part of Shudokan’s 25th anniversary
celebrations, and is now officially incorporated into
the “Bowden” rules.

Sir Frank and Lady Bowden arrived during the
individual competition, and were warmly greeted
by all present.

The first semi-final of the team event was another
nail-biter, this time between TAISEIDOKAI “A" and
OXFORD "A". TAISEIDOKAI scored first with KOTE-
NIL. OXFORD came back with a a KOTE, MEN to NIL
win. This was matched by TAISEIDOKAI winning
KOTE, MEN to NIL. Bout four was a MEN-MEN draw,
and the captain of OXFORD won by MEN, KOTE to
nil, putting his team through.

The other Semi final between HIZEN “A" and
NAGAMITSU “A” resulted in a 4 win and one draw
victory to the former. The Birmingham lads’ fighting
spirit was not reflected in the score sheet, with
Malcom Goodwin’s MEN-MEN draw being singled
out for special mention.

And so, for the thirtieth time in this important
eventin the B.K.A. calendar, two worthy teams lined
up in the form of HIZEN “A" and OXFORD “A".

Having conceded only three points throughout
the day, HIZEN WON the first three bouts without
losing a point. OXFORD had, by now, lost the match
but were by no means finished, with both their
remaining fighters winning by 2-1.

Winners of the Taikai cup and Fighting spirit cup,
but not the customary bottles of champagne which
accompany them, are obliged to return them each
year. As an extra to mark the 30th, a suitably
inscribed cup and plate were presented for the
winners to keep.



This years Fighting Spirit award went to Ross
MacFarlane of Taiseidokai.

After Sir Frank presented the awards, Mr
Toyanaga, a Councillor at the Japanese Embassy
presented a cup to the B.K.A. This was a gift from
the Japanese Prime Minister, Mr Hashimoto, which
will be awarded to the winner of a new Taikai, the
format of which is yet to be decided. This cup was
accepted on behalf of the B.K.A. by Sir Frank and
Mr J. Howell, Chairman.

During his closing address, Sir Frank thanked
John Richards, Shudokan members, all those who
have organised, run it and have taken part. Sir Frank
then gave an interesting and amusing account of
how he came to be recommended for the post of
B.K.A. President thirty years ago. This was by the
former President, Field Marshall Sir Francis Festing,
who said to Sir Frank, “You like Japanese swords,
and you might like to get a rough idea of how they
fight with them”.

Sir Frank continued, “Last Friday | had the
privilege of a few minutes conversation with Her
Majesty the Empress Michiko, and | talked to her
about Kendo In Britain, to which she listened very
politely. It makes me very happy that this Taikai has
gone on for so long. | thank all those who have
kept it going and may it continue to flourish”.

Another Dojo will no doubt be approached to
host the “Bowden” in 1999, if they have not been
already. | know we are a small organisation, but I'm
sure with bit more effort and commitment we can
put in more teams. Even for Dojo fielding all Kyu
grades, it gives them valuable experience to pit
themselves against all-comers.

It also gives team members exposure as potential
candidates for the British Squad. “Can’t field a full
team?” Well, don’t forget NENRIKI won it in the
70’s with a team of only three fighters. | would like
to take this opportunity to thank all those who have
helped in anyway in helping Shudokan to put on
this Taikai over the last three years. Without this
spirit of enthusiasm and dedication, it would not
have been the success | believe it to have been.

ITORIAL

voting for the instructor, or debating if the instructor’s teaching of a certain point is to be accepted? It
makes me shudder to even think it.) However, for a national organisation like this, it is the accepted way
of electing the executive officers. And next year is an important one because some of the most senior
posts are up for (re-)election.

Please make a note in your diary now: 30th January 1999 when the posts of Chairman, Treasurer,
Kendo Bucho, laido Bucho and Jodo Bucho are to be decided.

It is so easy to not make the effort: the wife's going shopping, Aunty Doris is baking my favourite fruit
cake, the car’s got 4 wheels, any excuse will do. But if you care about the future of your art in this country,
then the future of the BKA is an important matter to you. Consider if you think the BKA is doing a good
job. If it is, vote again for the people who are currently running the show. But if they are not, then
consider how improvements could be made. Look at these people honestly and ask yourself if Kendo/
laido/Jodo would be better served if someone else were in their place.

Let’s briefly clarify what these positions entail:

BuCho. There is a Bucho for each art. Their responsibilities include representing the members at
Committee where the interests of the arts themselves are concerned, to organise events (seminars,
competitions, gradings), in conjunction with the Treasurer. The BuCho heads a sub-committee along with
a high grade advisor and another member.

So, again | say, if you are satisfied with the current situation, please vote for them again, if not, help to
elect someone else, but above all please be there to contribute towards the debates and vote for what
you believe.
